Trial Hours
Trial hours will be as scheduled between the Judge and counsel.  All trial days will end by 5:00 p.m. unless the parties agree otherwise. 
Trial Briefs 
If the trial will involve significant issues not adequately addressed by the parties in connection with dispositive motions or other pretrial motions, the parties must prepare trial briefs addressing such issues.  Trial briefs are due three (3) days before trial via courtesy copies (hard copies) delivered to chambers.
Jury Instructions 

All parties are to submit an electronic Word version (via e-mail to the JEA and law clerk) of uncontested jury instructions the day before trial is to begin.  Contested jury instructions, as well as an explanation as to why the parties disagree, are to also be digitally submitted in a separate document the day before trial.  Should the resolution of any proposed instructions depend upon the evidence or testimony being presented at trial, the settling of those instructions can be deferred until after the close of evidence, but otherwise the Court prefers to settle the instructions expeditiously so as to minimize inconvenience to the jurors.

Verdict Forms  

All parties are to submit an electronic Word version (via e-mail to the JEA and law clerk) of the verdict form the day before trial is to begin.
Exhibit Notebooks

Department XX requires a total of four (4) sets of exhibit notebooks, including the original set of exhibits.  This number includes notebooks for the Court staff, as well as one (1) notebook for the witness stand.
Proposed Voir Dire  

Parties are to submit proposed voir dire questions in an electronic Word version (via e-mail to the JEA and law clerk) the day before trial is to begin.  
Deposition Transcripts
All original depositions anticipated to be used in any manner during the trial must be delivered to the court clerk the morning trial is to begin.
Proposed Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law (Bench Trials)
Each side shall provide the Court proposed Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law.  The detailed, proposed Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law shall include all elements of each Cause of Action alleged by Plaintiff and the basis for Defendant’s Affirmative Defense.  Department XX requires an electronic Word version (via e-mail to the JEA and law clerk) as well as courtesy copies (hard copies) delivered to chambers the day before trial is to begin.
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
